Examples of fairtrade products.
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Fairtrade is an organisation that aims to make sure that farmers and 


food producers in developing countries get paid a fair price for their 


produce.


Trading standards stipulate that traders must: 


pay a price to producers  that covers the costs of sustainable production and living; 


pay a 'premium' that producers can invest in development; 


make partial advance payments when requested by producers;  


sign contracts that allow for long-term planning and sustainable production practices.
