(6) What have been the best ingredients / combination of ingredients you have used?





(7) Create a recipe using the information from your answers to questions 1-6. List the ingredients and then think how you can cook them together. Some ingredients can be standard components (pre-made / pre-bought). Give a reason for using these standard components.

(8) This will be your final design. Does it meet the needs of your chosen diet and your specification? Explain how.

(9) What is the name of your dish?

(10) Explain the influences for this dish, how you came up with it.

(11) How is your dish different from what is already on the market today?
