· You need to analyse the research to show a summary of your findings. Your findings will determine your design specification, i.e. the design of the dishes your cook.

· Write in detail about the following pieces of research:

a) Chosen diet

b) Suitable recipes

c) Consumer survey

d) Disassembly of existing products

e) Existing packaging

f) Supermarket survey

· For each piece of research you will briefly need to write about:
a) What you did
b) How you did it

c) What the results were

d) Summary of your findings

· Draw bar charts / graphs where necessary, esp. for the results of your consumer survey

· All research must be logical, thorough and effective at helping to create a detailed design specification.

· If you have the time, use ICT to graphically represent data

· You should have a lot of data to analyse from your consumer survey. Don’t miss out any detail and draw bar charts and graphs where necessary
