Learning Outcomes: 

MUST: Students identified a range of childhood vaccinations during questioning in the plenary.

SHOULD: Some students demonstrated an understanding of this term through questioning, I am uncertain whether they all did.

COULD: The easel activity showed that most students could explain the physical benefits to health of vaccinations.

Parts which were good and don’t need modifying:

The articles activity worked well.  Students began to appreciate a range of issues within the articles and fed back well.  The easel exercise worked well.  Students were able to discuss the issues on the sheet based on the pictures they produced.  The plenary was effective, this group is normally quite difficult to gain feedback from, however they responded well to questioning at this stage, probably because they enjoyed the easel activity.

Which parts were less good and do need revising in light of experience:

Starting by linking back to the previous lessons supportive relationships could have been taken further with more depth.  The timeline task could have been introduced more clearly and with more purpose, students were not all aware of what was expected or why they were doing the activity.  Some of the resources could have been improved.  The terms vaccination and immunisation were used interchangeably which may confuse some students, also the easel task sheet should have had a bigger easel (this is the part of the lesson where students will demonstrate their understanding gained through the lesson).

Follow up action for future lessons:

The next lesson (stimulating work and leisure activities) is the last on factors benefiting health.  The review exercise for this lesson needs to link these factors together, therefore time needs to be planned at the end of this lesson for a thorough review activity.  I need to work on passing on the purpose of activities, which will motivate students (include this in lesson planning.)
