Vaccinations are given to children by Doctors or Nurses to prevent diseases.  The MMR vaccine is given by injection.  Polio can cause people to become paralysed and is vaccinated by mouth.  The DTP vaccine prevents diphtheria (which can stop people breathing and damage their heart and brain) and tetanus (which causes lock jaw).  Meningitis can cause death and is vaccinated by injection





Vaccinations help us fight against diseases.  Because of vaccinations some diseases are now rare.  They are normally injected, some are taken by mouth.  





Vaccinations stop us catching diseases and becoming ill.  They help keep us fit, healthy and active.   Vaccinations allow children to grow and develop without having to fight that disease or go to hospital.


Vaccinations also stop diseases spreading between friends and family.
