Call For Hepatitis Jabs

The United Kingdom's top medical body says all British children should be immunised against the hepatitis B virus.  The British Medical Association says the spread of the virus is on the increase and warns it is up to 100 times more infectious than the Aids virus.

Hepatitis B virus (HBV) can lead to cirrhosis of the liver, cancer and ultimately death.  The virus can be transmitted through contact with the blood or body fluids of an infected person, such as from mother to child during birth.  It can also be spread from child to child through open wounds or saliva as a result of biting and sharing toys.
