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Physical Development


This involves gaining fine motor skills like being able to fasten buttons or tie shoes laces and gross motor skills like walking.  Physical development also includes the development of the senses, sight, touch, taste, smell and hearing.  Physical development can also be described as aging – the way the body gradually changes as we get older.





Intellectual Development


This involves the development of language and thinking.  This also includes learning to read, write, draw and use memory.  Toys and games help children’s intellectual development, but they also need interaction with adults and other children.





Emotional Development


As we develop we begin to understand our feelings and the feelings of others.  This starts when children form an attachment relationship with their main carer.  As we develop, we gain a range of other relationships including friendships and family relationships.  Children learn to recognise a range of emotions like happiness and aggression.

Social Development


As children become older they learn to socialise.  This includes interacting with other people, eating correctly. Learning to share and take turns and understand rules.
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
