	It is very common for dark-skinned babies to have a harmless blue/grey discoloration around their buttocks or on their back. It will fade naturally.

	Strawberry 

  Marks


	
	These bright red or purple marks are caused by dilated [enlarged] capillaries [blood vessels] & can appear anywhere on the body. They are permanent but can be camouflaged with makeup or removed by laser treatment

	Mongolian 

 spots


	
	These may first appear as small red dots but can grow quite quickly early in the baby’s life to give red raised lumps. However, they will shrivel & disappear without scarring by the time the baby is two years old.

	Port Wine

 Stains


	
	These are small pink blemishes often found on the eyelids or nape of the neck. These will fade with time & leave no visible marks.
