The Six Caldecott Principles:

You must:

1. Justify the purpose of using patient identifiable information. 

2. Only use patient identifiable information when necessary.

3. Use the minimum amount of patient identifiable information.

4. Only have access to patient identifiable information if you need to know it.

5. Be aware of your responsibilities and obligations for respecting patient confidentiality. 

6. Understand and comply with the law on Data Protection

Main Principles of the Data Protection Act 1998

Data Must:

1. Be secure

2. Be accurate

3. Be adequate, relevant and not excessive

4. Not be kept longer that necessary

5. Be processed for limited purposes

6. Not transferred to others without adequate protection

7. Be fairly and lawfully processed
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
