Social Security Benefits for Disabled People





Social Security benefits aim to improve a person’s quality of life by reducing the risk of poverty. Disabled people are more likely to have low incomes for a variety of reasons. One is that a disability can result in increased costs – e.g. to pay for care workers, taxi fares, and aids. Disability can reduce income if the person is unable to work or can only obtain low-paid employment.


The system of social security benefits alters occasionally as the government tries to find efficient ways of reducing poverty and disadvantage. The level of cash payments changes even more frequently, usually to compensate for inflation.
