Typical Exam Questions on Provision
Question 1

Paul started walking later than most children. He walks with a wide, waddling gait and often stumbles.

Physical activity soon makes him tired. As a result he avoids activity and is overweight. There are no other obvious signs of his disability. He is now 10 years old.
a) As Paul gets older he will become more dependent on his parents and others. Suggest one type of provision which may help to reduce the demands made on Paul’s parents, and explain why it is appropriate for Paul and his parents.

b) Practitioners would like Paul to manage as much as possible without using his wheelchair. Paul’s parents try to prevent him from spending so much time in it, but he really enjoys using it.

Discuss some of the arguments for and against restricting Paul’s use of the motorised wheelchair.

You should consider how using a wheelchair may affect Paul’s health and other aspects of his daily life.

Question 2

Elizabeth is 24 years old. She has a learning disability, which began when she was 6 years old. She lives in a group home run by a voluntary organisation. It is an ordinary house in a street near the centre of a small town. Before she moved in she chose the colour scheme for her bedroom, and helped to decorate it. The residents take turns to do the cooking and shopping.

c) Elizabeth’s parents disapprove of people with learning disabilities being integrated into the community, and would prefer her to live in a “sheltered village” community.

Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of integrating people with learning disabilities into the community. You should consider the perspective of the person with the disability and that of the rest of the community.
