A 5 year old boy was cut across the neck when using a slide during a visit to the pub. An inspection of the play area revealed two loose ropes hanging over the slide, from a piece of netting in which there were holes wide enough to trap a child’s limbs or head. The brewery were found guilty of failing to maintain equipment and fined £7,500.
A McDonald’s crèche was under investigation yesterday as a child ‘drowned’ in its ball pen. The 4 year old child was submerged under the balls for up to ten minutes before a member of staff was alerted by the distraught parents. Despite having signs to say the play area was unsupervised a law suit has been filed against the restaurant.

Northumberland County Council last night agreed an out of court settlement with a family whose 7 year old son was seriously wounded while playing on the roundabout at the Carlisle Park sight. The youngster was trapped underneath the ride as he pushed it round for his friends and fell. There is only concrete on the ground at the sight of the accident, and since the accident the area has been out of bounds awaiting refurbishment.
The Wembley Park field has always been a favourite for both young children and dog walkers and has come under new scrutiny due to the amount of dog mess on the site. Two years ago a child nearly lost their leg as the result of getting dog mess into a cut, and just several weeks ago a child a child was treated for the toxicara worm which can cause blindness. The council has responded with a host of dog fouling warning signs, and appropriate bins around the park.
After a series of collisions a school in the West Midlands has introduced cycle helmets to play time. The three and four years olds at Westpoint Primary have to wear the helmets when they play outside on the tricycles and cars as four children have been taken to hospital in as many weeks with cuts and grazes. Local charity group, Skate-away, has offered to help the children personalise their helmets using paints and stickers.
