	I was afraid of horses and played with my widdler! Who am I?

	I am Little Hans
	I use 134 children and parents in a longitudinal study. I used both observation as well as interviews. I found children of authoritative parents scored highest in cognitive and social competences, while children of permissive parents scored lowest. Who am I

	I am Baumrind (1967, 1971)
	I measured the testosterone levels in the saliva of 692 males.   Who am I?

	I am Dabbs et al (1995)


	We developed four different stages of attachment in infants. Who are we?

	We are Schaffer and Emerson (1964)
	We looked at 65 2yr old children in care homes and found that on average 24 different caregivers looked after these children. The children showed no strong specific attachments. Who are we?

	We are Tizard and Tizard (1971)
	I looked at 379 US mothers and their 5yr old children. I looked at the relationship between the mothers’ child rearing style and aggressive behaviour. Who am I?

	I am Sears et al (1957)
	I carried out an observational study, using mothers and their 1 yr old infants. Cameras recorded infant’s behaviour as they were left with an unfamiliar person. Who am I?

	I am Mary Ainsworth (1971)
	We carried out a follow up study on children aged 8. We found that adoptive children formed close attachments to their adoptive parents. However, their teachers >observed attention seeking behaviour, restless, disobedience and poor relationships with peers. Who are we?

	We are Tizard and Hodges (1978)
	I video recorded play times at nursery school and found that children became more sociable. The children I observed were less aggressive and had less need to cling to the teacher. Who am I?

	I am Shea (1981)
	I looked at 40 young adults who spent between 7 and 15 years in foster care. I found that these adults did not have any negative effects of their upbringing. Who am I?

	I am Triseliotis (1980)
	We looked at children aged 4yrs old and found that 24 children had been adopted 15 children had been returned to their natural mothers. We found that the adoptive children we more cooperative, friendlier and more talkative compared to children who remained in the care home. Who are we?

	We are Tizard and Rees (1974)


	I carried out a longitudinal study into the effects on infants who spent 7 hours per day 5 days per week in day care Who am I?

	I am Kagan et al (1980)
	I studied 44 juvenile thieves and found early experiences of separation damaged a child’s emotional development.

	I am John Bowlby (1944)
	We observed the 65 children when they were aged 16. We found that the adopted children's family relationships were satisfactory, whereas children who were returned to their natural mothers experienced relationship difficulties. Who are we?

	We are Hodges and Tizard (1989)
	I studied boys aged between 9 - 12 years. I found out whether they had experienced early separations and if so, under what circumstances. I looked at the correlation between these early separations and some measures of social adjustment. Who am I?

	I am Rutter (1981)
	I studied 150 children attending school for the first time and found that those who attended day care could cope better in social situations and negotiate better with peers. Who am I?

	I am Clarke - Stewart et al (1994)
	I am the end.
