· THE CARE VALUE BASE AND HOW IT UNDERPINSWORK IN SUPPORTING THE TWO INDIVIDUALS
· RELEVANT CODES OF PRACTICE OR CHARTERS
· COMMUNICATION SKILLS AND HOW THEY ARE USED TO SUPPORT THE TWO INDIVIDUAL CLIENTS

· Limited range of Communication skills with restricted supporting evidence

· Candidate produces investigation with occasional help

· Information from assessment criteria from more than one source
· Limited evidence of how the clients’ health needs will be met

· Evidence of interpretation will be limited

· Attempt of reasoned judgement of criteria

· Attempt to conclusions will only cover some aspects

· Good knowledge and understanding 

· Good use of terminology

· Some evidence of how different types of communication skills are used to support the client

· Candidate carries out the investigation mainly independently 
· Information gathered from a variety of sources
