The National Provision

What is the National Provision?
The National Provision is a set of policies and guidelines from the Government that are there to ensure the quality and equality of care in all providers of Early Years Services e.g. schools, nurseries, child minders, social services, hospitals etc.

It includes:

· The Childcare Act 2006 

· The Foundation Stage curriculum

· Every Child Matters

Every Child Matters is a new approach to the wellbeing of children and young people from birth to the age of 19. It has 5 outcomes which need to be followed by everyone who cares for a child. They are:

· Be Healthy

· Stay Safe

· Enjoy and achieve

· Make a positive contribution

· Achieve economic wellbeing.

This means that every organisation involved with children team up in new ways to share information and work together, to protect children form harm, and help them to achieve what they want to in life.
