	Lesson 1

Seating plan

Introduction of project – show power point presentation.

	· Students to be seated in seating plan.
· Give out exercise books

· Show Power point presentation.
· Class discussion about theme and project.  Teacher to assess understanding.
· Stick contents page in exercise books.
· Write out Design Brief in books: “Using Graffiti or street art as your inspiration, research, design and make a textile motif for a draw string bag/boot bag.  Select and use a range of techniques to create badge.  Construct bag, by following a pattern.”  Students should then make a spider diagram to show initial ideas.
Resources:  Power point presentation. Exercise books. Contents page. 
Plenary:  Ask students to identify particular ideas gained from the P.P.P. which could be used as a motif/badge on a textile product.
	· Use a theme to inspire design ideas.

· What will be included in the project.

· Participation in class discussion

· Thorough analysis of the brief.


	Collect interesting graphics/text/images from magazine etc to use in next lesson.

Tip: Can be useful to limit yourself to 3 colours.

	Lesson 2

Show examples of designing with mixed media, using material collected for homework.
	· On paper, mark out 2 squares 12cmsx12cms.

· Design motifs, using mixed media. 
· Allow to dry, cut out and stick in exercise books, annotate.

· Students should aim to create 6(+) different designs and will have next weeks lesson to complete.
Resources:  Examples of designs using mixed media.  Student’s homework + mags for students who haven’t done any. Pencils, paints, glue, glue stick, brusho dyes, fabric, pencils, pens, coloured paper etc, Images of street art/ graffiti.
Plenary:  Write down at back of exercise book, as many different types of media you can think of to use when designing on paper.

	· Designing using mixed media.
· Use a new creative technique.
· How to combine textures/colours/media.
· Evidence of a design style developing that relates to theme. 
· A willingness to try new approaches to designing on paper.
	Collect anymore magazine cuttings you may need to continue with designs next week.

	Lesson 3

Look at work produced last week, ask students to comment on techniques they thought were successful.
	· As previous week.
Resources:  Examples of designs using mixed media.  Student’s homework + mags for students who haven’t done any. Pencils, paints, glue, glue stick, brusho dyes, fabric, pencils, pens, coloured paper etc.
Plenary:  Students assess their own designs so far, pick out the top two and explain why these are better than the rest.(Can be written or oral, depending on time left)

	· Designing using mixed media.
· Use a new creative technique.
· How to combine textures/colours/media.
· Evidence of a design style developing that relates to theme. 
· A willingness to try new approaches to designing on paper.
	Research 3 different ways of putting colour /decoration on textiles. Technique + explanation of how it’s done. 

	Lesson 4

Show class different examples of colour in textiles/textile decoration, see if students can identify them and explain how they are done.
	· Demonstrate one folding technique for tie-dye & how to attach name on paper to end of long string
· Split class in half.
· Half does tie-dye samples, folding, name tag, put in a dye bath, each student does 2 different techniques.

· Half trim and stick in exercise book all motif designs. Choose their final design, annotate – how could it be made using textile techniques.
Resources:  Cotton squares, elastic bands, tie-dye techniques work sheets, 2 dye baths, blue/red, drying rack, newspaper.
Plenary:  Write up how to produce a tie-dye sample, from memory.

	· Which techniques can be used to put colour into textiles.  
· How to create a tie-dye sample.  

· How to select a final design and imagine it in another form, textile.
· Neat folding, ability to follow instructions.
· Justified selection of final design.
	Research the different dyeing processes used in Textiles.

	Lesson 5
Students, un-tie, tie-dye samples.  In order of register, iron samples, throughout lesson. 
	· Show threading up machine, if possible use DVD.

· Watch demonstration of appliqué, use bonda web, straight, zig-zag stitches.  Also show other stitches available and how to use.

· Create an appliqué sample.

Resources:  Fabric pieces, sewing machines, small sewing equipment.  (DVD threading up a machine).  Appliqué work sheet.
Plenary:  Stick appliqué (and tie-dye) samples in books.  With an explanation of how to appliqué.

	· Improve our sewing machine skills
· To carry out the process of appliqué 

· Confidence and experimenting with machine stitches.
· An accurately and neatly prepared sample.
	Name 3 different types of seam and give a brief explanation of how to create them.

	Lesson 6

Show example of mola appliqué and ask students how they think it has been constructed.
	· Continue with appliqué, experimenting with different fabrics, ribbon etc and different stitches.

· Neaten and trim all samples and stick in book.
Resources:  Fabric pieces, sewing machines, small sewing equipment. Appliqué work sheet.

Plenary:  Write up how you would complete a mola appliqué sample.
 
	· Improve our sewing machine skills

· To carry out the process of appliqué 

· Confidence and experimenting with machine stitches.
· An accurately and neatly prepared sample.
	Find an example of appliqué in your home or wardrobe , take a picture of it or draw it.

	Lesson 7
Using a pencil, lightly mark one of your motif designs on to a piece of white cotton fabric.
	· Dem fabric painting, show blending and leaving areas to dry where a contrasting colour needs to be next to it, etc.
· Students to complete sample to replicate motif design.
· Put samples on drying rack.
Resources: White Cotton fabric 12cms x 12cms. Fabric paints, paint palettes (teacher/Jill to put paint on to palettes prior to lesson, only small amounts needed.)  Water pots, paint brushes, small, aprons, paper, newspaper/waterproof to protect tables.  
 
Plenary:  Write out your top 3 tips for creating a successful fabric painting sample.
	· To recreate an image using different media.
· How painting on fabric results in different qualities to painting on paper.
· Accurate drawing out of the design.
· Careful painting to create an image that clearly represents the original paper design.

	Find an example of an artist/designer who uses fabric painting as a technique in their work. Use library or internet.

	Lesson 8
Look at 3 pieces of fabric, decide whether you they are knitted, woven or non- woven.(1 of each) Explain your answer.

	· Talk about Felting, non woven construction, made up of fibres.  Dem felting technique.
· Pupils to work in pairs to create a felted sample, that can then be cut in half.
Resources: Wool fibre, bubble wrap squares 20cmsx20cms(2 squares per pair), soap flakes, water bottles, Newspaper or waterproof, bamboo mat, Felt making worksheet.

Plenary:  Write up how to produce a felt sample.
	· The characteristics of fabrics that are constructed in different ways.
· How to construct a fabric using the felting technique.

· Interesting colour combinations.  

· Good felting technique that produces a stable fabric.

· Creative flair.
	Research a street artist or graffiti artist.  Collect images of their work and comment on the kind of work they do.

	Lesson 9
Write down as many different examples of where motifs are used in fashion and home textiles.

Find out who got most, read list and ask if anyone got any different ones.


	Book LY1 for this lesson

· Students make new file in own save area “Graffiti”

· Go to www.graffiticreator.net, select style of graffiti and type chosen word in white box.

· Students can then manipulate image using scroll options on right of screen.

· Save by pressing “print screen” button.
· Open Paint, edit and paste.  Use select tool to drawn rectangle around the graffiti image only.

· Open Serif Drawplus 8. Open an A5 document, copy and paste.  Stdents can then manipulate the image.

· Save image in their new file.
Resources: Books for imagery in designs to use at manipulation stage, LY1.

Plenary:  Explain to the person sitting next to you how you created your final image. 
	· How to use drawing and graphics software.
· How to incorporate your design ideas in to a digitally produced piece of work.
· Good use of colour.
· Design ideas that originate from your own work on motifs.
	

	In between these lesson you must access students save area – see JBW, ask Jill to print off students work on to transfer paper, 2 to each A4 sheet.  ***Images must be flipped for lettering to appear the correct way around when transferred.***

	Lesson 10
Demonstration of how to use transfer paper.

	· Pupils to copy instructions from the board of how to transfer print, in to their books. (For instructions see sheet provided with transfer paper and simplify)

· In register order, pupils 2 per ironing board, iron their images on to cotton. 

· Trim cotton, remembering seam allowance 1.5cms.

· Ensure all other samples are stuck into books using double sided tape.
Resources: Transfer papers printed with students images, irons, ironing boards, white cotton fabric, slightly larger than A5, scissors.

Plenary: Write in back of book how you would appliqué the sample on to a draw string bag.

	· How to use transfer paper
· Careful use of iron, correct method used to create a successful transfer print.
· Book up to date, samples neatly stuck into books.
	Give examples of textile products where transfer printing could be used.

	Lesson 11
Explain how room will be set up for making of motif’s


	· Pupils will make motif to be appliquéd on to their bag.
Suggested room set up Lesson 12: 

· Transfer printing +computer work 

· Sewing machine, appliqué + machine embroidery 

· Fabric painting 

· Felting

Resources:  See lessons 10,8,7 & 6.  Set up a table for tie-dye and a table for felting.

Plenary:  Gather group together with motif’s, group crit.  Pick a favourite, say why.  Students are also encouraged to talk about their own work, what worked well for them, how could they have improved other areas.

	· To be organised with time and resources.

· To plan your work effectively.

· Sensible use of resources, 

· Well thought out designs.

· Clear targets and independent thought.
	No homework but pupils are expected to attend workshops, Tuesday lunch time, room 2 (TBC) if they need to catch up/to complete motif work.

	Lesson 12
Watch power point, “How to make a draw string bag.”
	· Pupils write flow diagram in their books, whilst watching the PPP “How to make a draw string bag.” for a second time.
· Begin making bag. – 

· Choose fabric colour.
· Appliqué motif on to fabric in correct place.

Resources: 
PPP, “How to make a draw string bag.” Pattern paper, pencils, rulers, scissors.
Plenary:  Plan work for next lesson.
	· How to create a draw string bag, step by step.
· Accurate and detailed flow diagram.

· Accurate measuring and cutting out.
	

	Lesson 13
Read flow diagram, to find out what next stage of making is.
	· Begin assembling bag, pinning and tacking.
Resources: 
Students flow diagrams, pattern paper, pencils, rulers, scissors, pins, tacking threads and needles.
Plenary: Ask student’s to set targets for a partner for next week.

 
	· How to create a draw string bag, step by step.

· How and why we pin and tack.

· Accurate measuring and cutting out

· Neat accurate pinning and tacking.


	

	Lesson 14
Dem of sewing seam and neatening on sewing machine.
	· Students begin constructing bag using sewing machines.
Resources:  Students flow diagrams, pattern paper, pencils, rulers, scissors, pins, tacking threads and needles, sewing machines, examples of seams.
Plenary:  Ask a number of students to Identify quality control points on their bag. 

	· Understand fraying and the need for seam neatening.
· Learn the different methods of seam neatening which could be used.

· The basic bag construction which is neatly finished off inside. 
	

	Lesson 15
Dem of use of rivets and how to apply rope/draw string.
	· Students continue constructing bag using rivets etc.
Resources:  Students flow diagrams, pattern paper, pencils, rulers, scissors, pins, tacking threads and needles, sewing machines, examples of seams, rivets and accessories.
Plenary:  Draw a diagram of how to apply rivets.

	· Learn how to use rivets.
· Understand the construction of the bag and the order in which the different processes must take place.

· Safe and accurate use of rivets.

· QC checks.
	

	Lesson16
Pick out main areas to work on, allow students to contribute towards what they think focus should be.
	· Completion of bag construction.
Resources: 
Students flow diagrams, pattern paper, pencils, rulers, scissors, pins, tcking threads and needles, sewing machines, examples of seams, rivets and accessories.
Plenary:  Hand in bags with names attached.  Group crit.
	· To pay attention to detail to ensure the best quality product.
· Neat seams, loose threads trimmed.
	   Design and make a swing ticket for the draw string bag.  Include the theme of Graffiti, barcode, price, description and care label.

	Lesson17
Watch original PPP to remind students what the objectives were.
	· Return marked practical work.

· Photograph work.
· Evaluation to be completed.
Resources: 
Digital camera; evaluation sheets.  . 

Plenary:  Explain to students where their next lesson will be. – change of rooms and subject etc.
	· How to evaluate all the stages of the design and make process.

· Some methods of testing their product to determine success against the original design brief.

· Neat, accurate completion of the evaluation worksheet.

· Careful positive critical thought about the success of the product made and the whole process of design and manufacture.
