Experiments with Smart Fabrics and STOMATEX

The purpose of this experiment is to look at the effects that smart fabrics and Stomatex have:

The first experiment looks at Stomatex and the moisture absorption properties.

1. Weigh your piece of Stomatex using electric scales. 

2. Measure the height of your piece of fabric with a ruler to the top of the . 

3. Record these measurements on the table. 

4. Place a piece of Stomatex floating on a cup of hot water red side facing up. 

5. Cover with a piece of acetate and leave for 15 mins. 

6. After 15mins re-weigh and re-measure to calculate the absorption.

7. Calculate results and work out the difference.
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Whilst you are waiting for your piece of Stomatex investigate the effects of the following:

Microencapsulated fabric

Thermochromic fabric

UV Reactive fabric
