The home study pack is aimed at providing you with the opportunity to advance your learning and to apply what you have learnt in the classroom and to encourage you to be a more independent learner.

Read the instructions carefully in the pack and make a note of the date it is due to be handed in to your teacher in your link book.
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The theme of this home study pack is …….decorative techniques !

Your task is to carry out research and use the information to prepare an informative document.

You should spend at least two hours on preparing this project and should be able to organize your time over a period of several weeks in order to complete the task in the time frame given to you by your teacher.
You should pay attention to ensuring that all the sections are completed in as much detail as possible.  You should also pay attention to the presentation of your project.  It may be handwritten or word processed or both.  If you are word processing your work you should make sure you have enough printer credits to print the finished documents in school or that your home printer should be working and not just about to run out of ink or paper
Section 1 - Research Task

Find out as much as you can about two of the decorative techniques listed below.  You should aim to use more than two sources of information for this research task.  Do not just rely on the internet – where else could you look for information?

For instance you need to include details such as the following;

· Where do the techniques originate from?

· List any characteristics about the technique including any special tools, materials and equipment used.
· How old is the technique?
· Can you find any images that show examples of the technique?
· Include details about how the technique is completed – you could do this using a flowchart – use words and sketches to help you explain it.
Section 2 - Design Task

Choose a painting by a traditional or contemporary artist.

Include an image of your chosen work of art – in colour

Now imagine that you are going to complete a textiles project that involves recreating your chosen piece of artwork but in a variety of different textiles.

To do this you must sketch your artwork on a piece of A4 paper and annotate it to show how you would use different decorative techniques.

You may use any of the decorative techniques that you have used in your textile technology lessons – below is a reminder of the ones you may have used;

· Appliqué

· Block printing using fabric paint

· Stencilling using fabric paint

· Batik

· Hand embroidery

· Machine Embroidery

· Beading

· Transfer printing

· Fabric pens

· Tie Dyeing
An example has been included to give you an idea of how to complete this work.

Hints and tips for a successful project.

1.
Spread the work out over the time you are given.  Don’t try to do it all at once in one night – and on the other hand don’t leave it until the night before it is due to start it.  
You will produce a better quality project if you do a little at a time and leave your self time to check it all through before you hand it in.  If you are preparing some work on the computer make sure you are able to print it out either at home or at school.
2.
Organise the information logically and clearly.  For instance have a title page that includes the title, your name and your tutor group.  Perhaps have a contents page.  Use headings and/or write your information in sentences and paragraphs.
3.
Include some images to help illustrate the information you have written about.

4.
In the research task include a summary at the end of your work.

5.
For the design task make sure design is well drawn, coloured in and labelled to indicate your idea.  Use the examples as guidance – you need to find your own piece of artwork and apply what you know about decorative techniques.
Use fabric paint and a block print to add black leaf design and repeating blue design





Use fabric paint to paint background colours – green, blue and light and dark orange.

Use appliqué to create orange leaf design.  Use reverse appliqué or mola to create green and black design.  I would need to use black and green fabric  - sewn onto the background fabric.  The design is then sewn over the fabrics and the top layer cut away to reveal the colour underneath





Use ICT to make a transfer print of the speech bubble – iron onto white fabric then appliqué onto the background colour





Plain dye white fabric an orange/yellow colour for the background





Use felt shapes to create the lettering as an appliqué design.  Use black wool to hand sew a couched edging to the letters





Use fabric paint to draw image of man’s head and arm on the background fabric.  Use a sewing machine with black thread to add stitching details for black lines for facial features.  Use same technique only with white thread to add detail for hair





Add black wool sewn in backstitch for “hit” lines on white fabric then appliqué white embroidered fabric over painted arm





Use fabric pens to add details of lines and small areas of colour – this gives a better finish than just using fabric paint with a brush
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
