Group 1 : Crease Test

You have each been given a job title – there should be 

· 1 or 2 people TESTING the fabric.

· 1 person RECORDING the results in the TABLE (separate sheet.)

· 1 person TIMING the activity using a watch with a seconds hand, a stop watch or kitchen timer
YOUR TASK:

You are going to test 4 fabrics – Cotton, Wool, Nylon, Lycra.
1. NOTE - YOU WILL NEED THIS TO BE TIMED SO TESTER’S PLEASE WAIT FOR THE TIMER TO TELL YOU WHEN YOU CAN START!
Timer – ensure that the stop watch/timer is set to zero.
The METHOD you will use is the CREASE METHOD. The tester/s will need to take one of the fabric samples (each) and squeeze them in their hand for 3 minutes. (As shown in the diagram below.) 
2. After 3 minutes look at the sample – but DO NOT RECORD YOUR ANSWER UNTIL YOU HAVE TESTED ALL 4 FABRICS (as you may change your mind over which fabric is better or worse!)

3. Repeat steps 1 and 2 with the 2nd, 3rd and 4th  fabrics
4. When all 4 fabrics have been tested, as a group you need to give your 4 fabrics a score of 1 to 4. (To do this you must decide which fabric is most creased and which is least creased. ) Recorder to write your results in the table (separate sheet.) ALSO USE WORDS TO DESCRIBE THE APPEARANCE OF THE FABRIC. (E.g. Smooth, wrinkled, very badly creased etc.)
