TECHNIQUE INSTRUCTION SHEET

TIE DYE – Is a resist method of dyeing.  By using elastic bands or string, areas of the fabric are blocked from the dye. Dye is not able to reach all areas of the fabric.

METHOD: 

1. Take a sample of fabric and choose the method of tying. Tie the string or put the rubber band on as tight as possible.

2. Place fabric into dye bath until the fabric has absorbed the dye.

3. Remove fabric from dye, leave to dry and then remove bands or string to reveal patterns.

BATIK – Is also a resist method of dyeing.  By using wax or a flour paste, areas of the fabric are blocked from the dye. Dye is then not able to reach all areas of the fabric.

METHOD:

1. Take a sample of fabric and a bottle of the flour paste.

2. Squeeze out the paste onto the evenly onto the fabric.

3. Leave paste to dry for at least 24 hours.

4. Place fabric into dye of chosen colour, until the fabric absorbs the dye.

5. Remove from dye and leave to dry.  Once the fabric is dry pick the paste off the fabric.

STENCIL PRINTING - This is a quick method of printing either on to paper or fabric, using a stencil or sponge.

METHOD:

1. Draw and cut out a stencil on paper or card.

2. Place cut out stencil onto fabric.

3. With a sponge carefully put the ink onto the fabric through the stencil until area is evenly covered in ink.

4. Leave fabric to dry.
